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1 A review of the degree of impact of the new development on the loss of garden space and on the setting of a grade 2 listed building.

2 More space allocated to car parking and have it specifically designed to foster good parking behaviour, build in safety for those accessing the site whether on foot, by car, bringing supplies or in emergencies.

3 Reappraisal of the disposition and space needed to run the pub in a smaller area.

4 The following safeguards

· Section 106 Agreement to secure the re-opening and continued operation of the pub. 

· occupation of the new housing  conditional upon the prior re-licensing of the pub

· covenants on any housing development, restricting the right of the occupants to complain in such a way as would materially affect the business of the pub.   





New Development for Crown Inn

ref NE2003/0645/F and NE2003/0647F

The owner of the Crown Inn has withdrawn his plans to develop the Crown as housing, but he has submitted new plans which

· Keeps the Crown as a pub

· Keeps the dining area in the Barn

· Converts the first floor of the Barn into ensuite bedrooms for B&B

· Converts the Barn extension (not yet built but authorised in 1999) into a holiday let

· Proposes the building of: two executive houses and two 3 bedroomed houses on the site

Our overriding objective is to see the Crown Inn reopened with every prospect of its being the village pub for decades to come. Measured against these objectives these development plans still give no guarantee of the pub reopening and we feel would be prejudicial to the long term future of the pub.


We have reviewed the plans purely in relation to the pub and it’s commercial future and ignored other planning issues that may arise:

The plans for the Crown Inn maintain the use of the current buildings as a pub and can be said to enhance its revenue capabilities through keeping the plan for a dining area and adding a B&B and holiday let conversion. 

However, we have a number of concerns stemming from the amount of land on the site that has been diverted away from what we regard as necessary to support the primary function, a successful village pub. 

· Impact of the proposed development on a Grade 2 listed building (Planning Policy HBA4 and HBA12)

· The size and disposition of the area for access and car parking is too small and not designed for safety.

· Impact on social space : Cradley has no village green, (Policy CF5 New Community Facilities)

· Lack of review of details in the pubs operational layout: deliveries, laundry, waste storage, children’s play area, sitting out etc

· Impact of housing on licensing and the imminent changes in the Licensing Laws.
