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Our overriding objective is to see the Crown Inn reopened with every prospect of its being the village pub for decades to come.


Measured against these objectives these development plans put the reopening of the pub in doubt and will be prejudicial to the long term future of the pub.

A review of the degree of impact of the new development on the setting of a grade 2 listed public house and barn


A review of the impact of housing on the garden space. Country village pubs need gardens.


More space allocated to car parking. Lack of parking leads to loss of business and poor relations with neighbours, new and old


Reappraisal of safety for those accessing the site whether on foot, or by car, whether bringing supplies to the pub or in emergencies.


Reappraisal of the remaining available space needed to run the pub. This is about dustbins etc!

The pub to be licensed and up and running before  new houses are built and new neighbours consider moving in.
