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The Planning Officer in his report to the Planning Committee includes in his Appraisal:


“The Crown Inn has been closed for approximately 15 years and is in a state of disrepair. Therefore the linkage of all this development to the re-opening of the Public House would retain the facility for the community to use in accordance with Recreation Policy 31” 


In consequence he is recommending the following condition (amongst others):


“Condition 4 None of the dwellings shall commenced as a result of this permission until the adjoining Public House (Crown Inn) has been reopened to the public as licensed premises and to the written satisfactionof the Local Planning Authority”.
